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GLOBAL MEMBERSHIP TEAM MESSAGE

CONTINUE GMT MESSAGE

Another month of no in-person meetings and limited opportunities
for connecting with our members and communities. How do we
continue our clubs’ relationships with everyone?

Many of our clubs have been conducting meetings over conference
calls or Zoom or Google Hangouts or email or other means that
help us to stay connected. I'm also seeing that our clubs continue
to use Social Media to reach out to their members and to the
communities that they serve. I'd like to share some tips that |
gathered from a recent webinar related to the effective use of
Social Media. These tips are courtesy of Chad Barger of
Productive Fundraising.

While reading the tips below, think of them within the context of
getting others to engage with your club through Social

Media. That’s the whole purpose of using this communication
channel - so that people become interested in what you’re doing,
and support what you do to help others through donations,
participating in fundraisers, and wanting to help as a volunteer or
hopefully as a member.

1. Tell the Right Story

Similar to thoughts I've shared before related to attracting new
members, it's helpful to boil your story down to a short “elevator
speech”. Specifically, the message that you share on Social Media
should show WHOM you help so that they can do WHAT. People
don’t care so much about things, but about the story that you're
telling and the emotions you trigger through that story. For
example, you can show that you helped a family who suffered a
house fire so that they can get their lives back.

Each story you tell in your posts should be simple, focusing on one
person (or family), provide supporting detail, represent a solvable
problem, and show that the person you are engaging is the

HERO. The people you engage are helping others through
donations or fundraisers or by wanting to become a member. The
story needs to be about them and not about you.

2. Use the Right Channel

This means that you are using the right social media platform to
accomplish your goal for using that platform (communications
channel). Here are some quick notes about commonly used social
media channels:

Facebook - Target ages 25-54, 60% women, build relationships,
some limited reach

Instagram - Target ages 18-29, build relationships and have online
conversations

LinkedIn - Target ages 30-49 (professionals), news and articles
and have conversations

Pinterest - Target ages 18-35 80% women, “scrapbooking”

Twitter - Target ages 18-29, new and articles and have online
conversations

YouTube - Target all ages, good for “How to”

Regarding where you should be, it is best not to try to be on all or
too many. Pick the 1 or 2 where you think your audience (donors,
potential members) is and focus on them. It’s also a good idea to
ask your audience where they like to engage most (such as
through online surveys or mass email or postcards).

3. Use the Right Format

The format of postings on social media needs to be the right
fit for the social media platform/channels you choose. For
example, it's easy to post a link to a newsletter, but that
doesn't tell a good story on Facebook. Consider instead
including a picture and targeted story from the newsletter to
engage others (and then provide a link to the full newsletter).

Also, what is most engaging these days to people viewing
media is videos - even as much as 12 times the engagement
of pictures and text. The videos don’t have to be
professionally produced but can be simple videos from a
smart phone. Consider recording individual stories of your
members or people you serve or showing others what goes
on behind the scenes at your fundraiser or service activity.

There is a lot more to social media than can fit into a single
article, but hopefully this gives you some ideas, or challenges
you to learn more through online articles and webinars. Share
your stories, engage your communities and members, and
start conversations to grow support and grow your

clubs. Don't forget that when you start such conversations
that you need to follow-up, answer questions on social media,
and find ways to thank those who become engaged with your
clubs.

As we can see right now, we are all eager to reach out and
connect with others. Social Media is another tool that you
can use to do so. #WeServe #BecomeAMember
#LionsClubs.

MIFFLINTOWN LIONS

During this shut down of all of our communal activities as a Lion’s
Club it has been extremely hard to serve.

1. Our meetings, meals, and programs have been interrupted.

2. Our activities like highway clean-up and traffic circle beautification
projects have been interrupted.

3. Our participation in Festival in the Park has been cancelled.
4. Our main fundraiser (Chicken BBQ) has been cancelled.
But, did we quit? NO!

Our BBQ profits have been one of the major sources of donated
dollars to Central Juniata Park Pool in Mifflin each year. We
earmark $4500 for this in our budget.

Also, in our budget was $500 for a camper at Beacon Lodge for the
Blind. They have cancelled their summer season. A motion was
made to send the $500 anyway for maintenance costs.

Another motion was also passed to donate $400 in gift cards from
local restaurants to our two local doctor’s offices. They can use
them to order takeout meals at work as they fight this virus in the
trenches.

A third motion was also made to solicit donations from members to
make up for the time spent doing the BBQ. So, we are going to
make these donations this year, not from surplus funds, but by the
generous donations of club members which has surpassed $5300
at the time of this article.

These last two months have been trying as we work to keep our
club active. We pray to overcome this obstacle and hopefully soon
get back to normal living.

The West Hanover Lions Club presented $1,000 scholarships to
two CD High School graduates, one for a visually impaired
student, Hannah Roth, and one for a graduate who is pursuing
higher education in a program related to environmental studies,
Gabriella Recce. Both students demonstrated through their
school and community-related activities and academic
accomplishments that they are very deserving to receive these
award

During her schooling, Hannah patrticipated in the debate club,
track, theatre, and was a student assistant in the multiple
disabilities’ classroom. Outside of school, Hannah participated in
the Girl Scouts, the YMCA'’s Youth and Government; and she
was a counselor at Long Lake Performing Arts Camp, and a
supervisor at the Jewish Federation of Harrisburg Day Camp.

At school, Gabriella was vice president of the National Honor
Society, editor officer of the Key Club, and a member of Four
Diamonds, the Spanish Club, and the Chess Club. Gabriella was
on the varsity golf team for four years, including the team’s MVP
in the 2019 season: and a medalist on the varsity track and field
team. Outside of school, Gabriella attended the Penn State
Hershey Medical Center PULSE Program, the Penn State
Harrisburg STEM Summer Enrichment Camp, and the Harrisburg
University Nanobiotechnology Camp. Gabriella is also a weekly
volunteer at the PAWS of PA Cat Shelter.

In addition to the annual scholarships, the West Hanover Lions
have provided grants for the Central Dauphin Vision and Autism
Support Programs. The Lions also have made contributions to
